INDIA'S INTERNATIONAL TRADEIN AGRICULTURE DURING APRIL --

Export
The total value of agrieultural exports during the period April - November -

2005 was  Rs. 27553.13 crores. which is higher by Rs 2542.52 crores or 10.17 % as
compared to the value of exports during the corresponding period of last year. The increase
in value of agricultural exports during the period under review  has been primarily because
of higher exports of Rice (other than Basmati ) by Rs.1301.65 crores or 78.39 % . Pulses
by Rs.315.41 crores or 83.87 % . Coflee by Rs 216.06 crores or 34.27 % Dairy Product
by 187.35 crores or 95.82 %. Paper / Wood  Products by Rs.347.82 crores or 17.05 %
Meat  Preparation by Rs 299.48 crores or 25.10 % . Marine Products by Rs. 36.26 crores
or 0.93 %. Cotton Raw including Waste by Rs 395.50 crores or 263.43 % . Molasses by
Rs 14.27 crores or 322.12 % . Tobacco Unmfd. by Rs 03.41 crores or 11.08 % . Processed
Vegetables by Rs 51.33 crores or 23.72 % and  Guargum Meal by Rs. 21 1.80 crores or
56.92 %. In contrast there were declines in the exports of Other Cereals by Rs 310.61
crores or 48.04 % . Wheat by Rs640.90 crores or 34.17 % . Tea by Rs 153.53 crores
or 12.35% . Groundnut by Rs. 69.08 crores or 22.86 % . Spices by Rs 40.60 crores or 3.27
% . Castor oil by Rs 18.77 crores or 2.89 % , Sugar By Rs 32.88 crores or 29.50 % and
Fresh Vegetables by Rs 98.96 crores or 17.35 % respectively .

2. The percentage share of agricultural exports in the total value of national exports during
the period under review  declined 1o 10.66 % from 11.13 % during the corresponding
period ol last year.

Import

The total value of agricultural imports during the period  April - November .
2005  was Rs 13400.68 crores . which is lower by Ry 1812.61 crores or 11.91 % as
compared to the value of imports during the corresponding period of last year.  The
decrease in value of agricultural imports during the period under review has been primarily
due to lower imporis of Wood & Wood Products by Rs.267.67 crores or 10.10 % .
Vegetable and Animal fats by Rs 0.41 crores or 4.68 % and Vegetable Oils Fixed ( Ldible)
by Rs.1570.83 crores or 21.24 % .. Tea by Rs. 43.32 crores or 39.34 % and Cotton Raw &
Waste by Rs 437.04 crores or 56.42 %  However increase in imports have been registered
in Pulses by Rs 172.71 crores or by 13.36 % . Cashew nuts by Rs 124.37 crores or 9.85 % .
and Sugar by Rs 33.74 crores or 9.39 %o during the same period .
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The percentage share of agricultural imports in the total value of
national imports during the period under review had been lower at 3.52 as
against 5.05 during the corresponding period of last year.
